Pursuant to Safety Code Section 18930 and California Administrative Code Section
1-417 (a)(4), the Department of Housing and Community Development proposes to further amend the following:
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AMENDED JUSTIFICATION
ITEM 4
Chapter 3, Occupancy Classification and Use
[bookmark: _Hlk141955864]The Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) proposes to adopt Chapter 3, “Occupancy Classification and Use” that was Approved as Amended by the Commission at the February 26-27, 2025, Commission meeting. The Commission identified the need to remove requirements related to “Hotels (nontransient)” and “Motels (nontransient)” from section 310.4, which is necessary to avoid conflict between existing definitions for “Hotel and Motel” and aligns with HCD’s original intent for this section. HCD agrees with the proposed amendment shown below. There is no fiscal impact for modifying this section.

Section 310.4.2 Lodging houses. Owner-occupied lodging houses with five or fewer guest rooms shall be constructed in accordance with this code or the California Residential Code, provided that facilities constructed using the International Residential Code California Residential Code are protected by an automatic sprinkler system installed in accordance with Section 903.3.1.3 or Section P2904 R309.1.1 of the California Residential Code.
